A host of new or updated resources and features are now available on the EDL website — here is a
reminder of just a few:
¢ a “famous quotes” section: including a variety of quotations from different languages and
their origins, such as “Je n'ai fait celle-ci plus longue parce que je n'ai pas eu le loisir de la
faire plus courte”. “I have made this letter longer than usual, because | lack the time to
make it short”.by Blaise Pascal, the French mathematician, (responsible, among others, for
the theory of probability), physicist, inventor, philosopher and writer in his Lettres
Provinciales (1656-1657). What he was saying, of course, is that it's easy to ramble on, but
it takes effort to be succinct. https://edl.ecml.at/quotes;
¢ a “Where am I?” game, where you need to identify which country is represented in a picture
— from the linguistic clues visible https://edl.ecml.at/WhereAml;
e a new poster entitled “20 more things you may not know about the world of languages”;
ea “Questions you never dared to ask about languages” section (available from mid-
September) — where language experts from around Europe respond to questions, such as
“Do | really need grammar to learn a language?” or “Who decides what is correct for a
language or how a word is spelled?

e The ‘Why learn a language?’ poll encourages visitors to the homepage to indicate the factors
that (would) motivate them most to learn a new language.

e The Secret agent’s language challenge app - now available in 31 languages

The challenges, quizzes and games contained within the updated app encourage learners —
future international agents — to take advantage of the many opportunities available to
practice or learn more about a language outside of the classroom context. By passing through
a series of levels ‘budding agents’ can rise from the status of a lowly ‘agent in training’ to
become a ‘master secret agent’. They can compete with friends in achieving challenges,
identifying countries and languages and completing quizzes. Newly ‘qualified’
agents can reward themselves with a well-deserved certificate.
